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Missouri State University and Springfield, Mo. are excited to serve as the host of the 2009 NCAA Midwest Regional.

As one of nine regional championships held nationally at the Division | level, Springfield is proud to host the Midwest’'s
Division | cross country programs from the states of lllinois, lowa, Kansas, Minnesota, Missouri, Nebraska, North Dakota,
Oklahoma and South Dakota.

The Midwest Region includes schools from 10 conferences, including the Atlantic10, Big 12, BIG EAST, Big Ten,
Conference-USA, Horizon League, Mid-American, Missouri Valley, Ohio Valley, and Summit League, as well as one
Independent.

In addition to the Midwest Region Championship determining the top regional teams, the event also serves as the first
round of the NCAA Championships, as the top two teams and top four individuals not on a qualifying team automatically
advance to the national championship. Additional teams and individuals are chosen through an at-large process following
the regional competition.

The location of Missouri State University’s cross country facility makes for an ideal setting for championship competition.
Located just minutes from the MSU campus, downtown Springfield, Mo. and major hotel areas the facility is bordered by a
four-lane highway and has multiple highway exits serving the property.

Many wonder how a property such as this remains undeveloped and our response is “look a little deeper”. The Missouri
State Cross Country Facility is uniquely located on the surface of a 2-million square foot underground manufacturing and
warehousing development called Springfield Underground, Inc. Years of limestone mining have left the perfect
environment for corporations seeking to develop a high security and climate controlled headquarters underground while
preserving the surface for cross country.

The accessibility of the facility is unmatched when compared to other major cross country venues. The property borders
four-lane Highway 65 and is sandwiched between historic Route 66 (Kearney St) and Division St. The facility is also only
one mile from Interstate-44.

Multiple highway exits and gated entrances to the property allow for the traffic demands of a major sporting event. In fact
as many as 115,000 people have been on the property for an annual July 4" Festival.

Missouri State’s course is fan friendly. This European loop style course features wide open spaces and unobstructed sites
lines; perfect for both spectators and the demands of live TV should the demand come. Nearly 90% of the race can be
viewed from one main spectator area on the course. Both 6K and 10K courses share the same start, halfway and finish
points. The finish stretch was designed to allow spectators a full view of the final stretch.
